TRANSIT TRIP

The Phoenix area joins hundreds of citiesin the U.S. that are providing transit, bicycle and walking routes
with Google Maps. For those who are not regular bus or light rail passengers, and may need to find away to
work or to school, they can now go to the popular website and view their transit, walk or bike trip on a map.

“People who are familiar with Google, but not necessarily transit, will love this new tool,” said David Boggs,
Valley Metro executive director. “Riders don’'t have to sort through timetables to plan atrip, just enter your
desired trip times and Google takes care of the rest.”

Google Maps features a “zoom-in” satellite view, a 3-D Earth view, and a street view of bus stops and the
surrounding areafor those passengers who may be unfamiliar with their destination or the area. Other features
include an easy-to-read itinerary that includes transfers, trip time and distance.

To plan awalk, bike or transit trip, go to maps.google.com and click on “ Get Directions.” A drop down menu
provides options including public transit, walking and bicycling. The public transit link is shown each time
driving directions are requested by the viewer who may not be aware that transit is even an option.

“As part of Google's commitment to develop useful public-private partnerships, we are pleased to welcome
Valley Metro to Google Transit,” said Jessica Wei, Strategic Partner Development Manager at Google. “This
partnership shows Valley Metro’'s commitment to innovating, serving their riders and attracting new riders.”

While ValleyMetro.org offers a free trip planner on its website, the planner is being upgraded with new
technology and eventually will offer options different from Google's.

“We believe that our customerswill be very comfortable with this new technology,” said web developer Mike
Brady.

My Equinox car gets approximately twenty miles to the gallon and | live twenty seven miles from work.
This makes fifty four miles for the round trip. Therefore, two weeks out of the month when | carpool | would
save a total 540 miles which is 27 gallons of gasoline. The average price of gasoline at thistimeis
approximately $2.80 per gallon. By carpooling | am saving a total of $75.60 per month. Now that is just
on fuel. If you really treat your car right you would have the oil changed every 3,000 miles. The cost of
this averages $20.00. Before carpooling | changed the oil every ten weeks. Now | change it every twelve
weeks, due to carpooling. | now have one less oil change per year. Also, my tires last an additional year
by carpooling. So the average total yearly savings for me is around $927.20. That money could be used
for a major appliance purchase or maybe a mini vacation.

Another type of savingsis less stress. When you carpool, the trip seems much shorter. You have someone
to talk to and listen to and you are not always the one driving. Fun is another benefit because | am visiting
and joking with my carpool friend. It is also fun especially if your carpool friend likes to shop at the same
places. Combining commuting and then after work shopping saves me from taking another trip to town
on my days off. Once | get home | want to stay home.

The savings really add up - more than you think.

April 1 - September 30 » Ozone & Particulates

"Smog" ozone (as opposed to the protective ozone in the stratosphere) is a major health hazard at high
concentrations. Especially troublesome during our hot summer months, ozone causes inflammation of the lungs,
impaired breathing, coughing, chest pain, nausea, and throat irritation. Long-term effects from exposure include
increased susceptibility to respiratory infection and permanent damage to lung tissues. Ozone al so causes severe
damage to commercial crops and forests.

October 1- March 31« Carbon Monoxide & Particulates

Carbon monoxideis a colorless, odorless gas produced mainly by automobiles, which tends to build up especially
during stagnant temperature inversions common during the winter months. It hinders the body's ability to carry
oxygen in the blood causing serious problems for those with cardiovascular diseases. At high concentrations,
carbon monoxide also can increase fatigue, reduce work capacity, and may adversely affect fetal development.

Particulate matter, which includes acid sulfates, toxic organic compounds and metals, and insoluble dusts are
capable of penetrating to the deeper portions of the respiratory system and producing acute reductions in lung
function, increasing the incidence of respiratory disease in children. It can also increase the risk of premature
mortality in elderly and ill persons. Traffic on unpaved roads, windblown dust, construction and demolition are
all major contributors.
